Orkney Distilling’s award-winning hand 
crafted gins fuse the traditional with 
the progressive, drawing inspiration 
from the Viking and maritime heritage 
of Scotland’s Northern Isles, while 
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Silent Pool 
A desire to capture the essence of England’s 
beautiful, rural landscape in its spirits lead Silent 
Pool to the Surrey Hills, an Area of Outstanding 
Natural Beauty. As the principle ingredient in gin 
is juniper berries, which once grew abundantly in 
Surrey, it made perfect sense to be based there. 
With a vision of creating hand-crafted, premium 
spirits, the business located its distillery on the 
bank of the spring-fed Silent Pool. The crystal-clear 
water, which springs from a deep natural aquifer, is 
pumped from the pool and filtered on-site before 
use. By the obsessive hands of the Silent Pool 
distillers, each essential ingredient is carefully 
selected and, where possible, locally sourced.

Salcombe
Nestled amongst traditional boatbuilders on Island 
St, Salcombe is one of the world’s only distilleries 
directly accessible by boat, it produces Salcombe 
Gin; continuing Salcombe’s legacy of producing 
outstanding handcrafted products made with an 
unrivalled passion, care and attention to detail.
Salcombe Gin ‘Start Point’ is a multi-award winning 
London Dry Gin which is exceptionally smooth, 
distinct and complex. It is distilled with 13 fine 
botanicals hand sourced from around the world, 
including fresh citrus peels from the historical 
trading routes once served by the famous 
Salcombe Fruit Schooners. This exceptional gin 

is handcrafted on ‘Provident’, a striking 450l 
copper pot still that stands proud behind glass 
doors within the distillery for all to view.

Mixers and soft drinks will be 
provided by Fentimans
Fentimans have been making botanically brewed, 
exquisitely crafted drinks since 1905. Its award-
winning artisanal beverages use the finest 
natural ingredients and are made using its time-
honoured botanical brewing technique. It takes 
seven days to make its drinks and the process 
hasn’t changed much in over 100 years, with the 
knowledge and expertise being passed on from 
generation to generation of the Fentimans family. 
The range comprises of eleven flavours of soft 

drinks and 14 mixers, plus a selection 
of alcoholic beverages.
